Police utilise the safe city cameras located at Goupong Park and surrounds to
monitor the behaviour of persons accessing the park and provide an appropriate response. The
QPS are also coordinating foot patrols and mobile patrols of the park and the surrounding areas
to deter anti-social behaviour and to prosecute offenders,

Residents of the Goupong Park area are encouraged to report to police any incidents of
concern, in order that a timely and appropriate police response can be provided. The QPS is
committed to investigating all such complaints and ensuring appropriate action, including
prosecution, is taken where sufficient evidence exists,
